
In this message, Pastor Todd challenged us to live with open hands and trust God as Jehovah Jireh, our Provider. 
Use this guide to keep talking about how to trust God with what’s been entrusted to you.

• God’s NAMES reveal His NATURE. 
• God is not just a DOCTRINE to be STUDIED – He is a PERSON to be KNOWN. 
• Jehovah Jireh is a Hebrew name for God meaning "The LORD Will Provide.”
• A scarcity mindset isn’t just bad for our SLEEP, it is bad for our SOULS. 
• God is often very SPECIFIC in what He asks us to SACRIFICE.
• Our POSSESSIONS have the POWER to POSSESS us.  
• When we withhold NOTHING, God can bless EVERYTHING.

• What’s something God has asked you to trust Him with in the past that felt unreasonable or uncomfortable, 

but ended up strengthening your faith later? What did that experience teach you about Him?
• Genesis 22:3 tells us that Abraham obeyed God immediately. When God calls you to step out in faith, what 

usually holds you back? 
• Is there anything in your life right now that feels like it’s in a clenched fist rather than an open hand? What 

might it practically look like to place that on the altar this week?
